2. The committee will select 12 abstracts for 2 oral presentation sessions (10 min max) which will take place live via ZOOM. The other abstracts will be explained and presented in "My research project in 3 minutes" videos (1-4 slides max; 3 min max), prepared by the students and which will be posted online.

3. The videos can be viewed freely for ten days. For each sub-group (determined according to the start date of studies), an evaluation committee will be set up. All the student-participants of the sub-group will also be invited to vote for the video of their choice (1 prize per sub-group).

4. Two live sessions via ZOOM will be broadcast for oral presentations (1 prize per session); the award-winning videos will also be shown during these sessions.

5. Prizes will be announced on the program website
